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   The history of North Star league All Star 
games began in 1951 when the league was 
formed. One team of league All Stars played 
All Star teams from other leagues, usually the 
Crow River league, Carver Central or what is 
now the Lakewood.   
    In 1975 the league began dividing their own 
All Stars into two teams and playing an inter-
league All Star game. This tradition continued 
until 1988. The league discontinued All Star 
games for 13 years from the late 1980’s through 
all of the 1990’s until going to the current for-
mat with the 2002 game.
